Task Time: 
8 hrs  

Safety: Safety Glasses 

Step 1:  Pull wires from the outboard side of the 
starboard ladder.  Where the sunshade connects to 
the starboard ladder, there are wires that need to 
be cut. Cut at butt connection.  On the sunshade, 
disconnect the red light, all-around light and 
spreader lights. Connect safety wire to these ends 
and pull through the bottom of the frame.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 2:  Place sunshade support on the inboard 
side of the sunshade ladder.  Making sure the 
curved end is even with the top rung of the ladder, 
mark the bottom end where it hits the back support 
frame.  Cut to fit.  Do this for both sides.  Weld 
supports in place onto sunshade.    
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 3:  Fit a center rung between the support and 
the sunshade.  Cut and fit a length of pipe at the 
same height as the center rung of the ladder.  Weld 
in place.  Do for both sides.   
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Step 5:  From underneath console platform, 
remove screws from the top of the forward mid-
station supports.  Drill through holes and through 
platform using ¼ drill bit. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 6:  Place foot of console support over these 
holes and temporarily install screws (just to hold in 
place).  Making sure the support is in line with the 
mid-station supports and the angle looks similar 
measure and cut pipe to fit on console.  Leave 
room enough to weld the top footpads onto 
support.     

Step 4: Line up seatback support 
with sunshade support and weld 
to seat frame. Do the same on the 
opposite side and middle.

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Step 7:  After welding the foot pads onto the 
support tubes, tighten bottom pads using ¼ x 20 x 
1 ½ flat head screws, both ¼ washers and both ¼ 
nuts.  Then drill holes for top pads using ¼ drill bit 
and thru bolt using same screws, washers and nuts 
for installation. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Step 8:  After all welding is complete, pull wires 
back into place and reconnect at all locations.
